Auditorium Steps cannot be removed, but stage-level tops and fronts are available if required.

An additional Apron Extension of 0.76m (2’6”), also forming a catwalk when the orchestra pit is open, is available by prior arrangement only at the time of booking, as  this will require the removal of Row A and  withdrawal of tickets for this row of 13 seats before they go on sale.  

For safety reasons and the avoidance of damage to seats, the removal and replacement of apron, extension and seats must only be carried out by, or under direct supervision by, Kenton Technical Staff. This requires two people for two hours to build and again to restore, and will incur a charge of £200 + VAT to be done prior to your arrival, or £100 + £18 + VAT per person per hour during the booking period (including removal of extension at the end of your booking).
To uncover and recover the orchestra pit, that can be done within your booking period for no charge during the first and last hour of your booking.  If only one of our technicians is booked at this time, we will require assistance from your team.  If you want this done before/after your booking, the charge is £95 + VAT,
The Stage floor is a general-purpose surface, painted black.  Should you wish to change this colour then you must cover the floor with either a pre-painted stage cloth or sheets of hardboard, taped at all joins and painted as required,  and removed during getout. 

It is not offered as suitable for dancing. To avoid damage to dance shoes or costumes, you are strongly advised to bring a portable dance floor. We do not supply this, but can arrange to hire-in at your expense.

Gaffer Tape, nails, staples, tacks and screws must not be used on or in the stage floor.  PVC tape may be used for setting marks provided it is fully removed afterwards.  Cables which must be run at floor level must be laid tidily,  covered by cable protectors, and marked with PVC if necessary.

The Cyclorama Wall is painted pale grey. Please avoid marking it in any way.  Do not lean against it or allow ladders or scenery to do so. Any damage or marks will be charged for. If marked, do not attempt to touch it up.
2. STAGE SUSPENSION
3-Line system comprising:-

16 hemp line sets. Max 75kg per bar dead weight (no counterweights), two with tab tracks, the remainder with standard 48mm bars.  Of these three have attached Swivel bars for side masking legs and three normally have borders.  All bars are attached by shackles for ease of interchanging. Do not untie them.

4 x Lighting Bars.  Max loading 150kg (0.70 ton), on steel wire, with self sustaining hand-operated winches.

The Safety Curtain inside proscenium with controls Stage Right is no longer a legal requirement. It has been disabled, and  operation it must not be attempted under any circumstances.

House Tabs upstage of safety curtain on fixed track with hand-operated winch Stage Right.

House Border immediately upstage of tabs.

Festoon Curtain approx. 0.8m (2’9”) upstage of tabs.  Motorised, with control Stage Right and in lighting control room FOH.

10. MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION
Insurance and Performance Licence.
The Company Stage Manager or representative must produce a valid certificate of Third Party Liability at or before the time of get-in for display on the backstage notice board.

Production Crew

We will only provide such crew as are included within the costs detailed in our contract with you.

A simple hire contract does not normally include technical staff or crew, unless we have entered into a contract to do so and agreed the extra costs at the time of booking.  The current hourly rate per person is £18.  Otherwise, you must  provide at least a Stage Manager and a Lighting Rigger/Operator, plus such extras as your show may demand (eg. Sound operator, stage hands, flymen). 

Where the Theatre is being fully handed over to a Company, on get-in, our Technician will complete a  check list with the Company Stage Manager or other responsible representative to ensure that all appropriate information is given, including evacuation procedures, security and safety requirements; and to document the inventory and condition of the facilities and equipment. This must be agreed and signed off by both parties. This procedure will be repeated on get-out.

Brief instruction will be given as required on the operation of the Kenton facilities, equipment and procedures. We are not able to provide comprehensive technical training for complete novices.  Should our Technician consider that you do not have sufficient competent personnel to operate safely or to an acceptable artistic standard, we reserve the right to put in place the necessary number of Technicians at your expense. If we have to involve outside contractors, the hourly rate they charge may vary considerably.

Front of House staffing is by trained Kenton Volunteers.  Our duty FOH Manager has overall responsibility for safety, clearance to start the show and observance of licence provisions.

Safety

We do not provide any PPE for Production Company personnel.  The Production/Hiring company is responsible for the provision of all relevant safety training, supervision and PPE for its own staff (eg. Hard hats, safety shoes, ladder safety, First Aid, risk assessments/method statements etc. where applicable).

Our Technician will advise on the location of First Aid Boxes, Fire Extinguishers and alarm points, and emergency evacuation procedures, but the Production Company’s Stage Manager has total responsibility for backstage security and the company’s safety and conduct  while in residence.

No electrical equipment may be brought into the Kenton unless it bears a currently valid readable PAT label (or  bar-code label supported by printed documentation).

MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION (cont).

The Kenton Theatre Management reserves the right at any time to enter any part of the building and to supervise or inspect the use of all equipment (including hired equipment), construction and materials to ensure compliance with Fire, Health and Safety Regulations.

SMOKING AND VAPEING ARE PROHIBITED ANYWHERE IN OR AROUND THE THEATRE
No flammable materials may be brought onto the premises unless effectively fireproofed, including straw, bulk newspapers, cardboard, etc and costumes.

No naked flames may be used onstage including lighted cigarettes. 
Pyrotechnics: We will only allow Sky-high or Le Maitre Pyrotechnic systems within the building

IMPORTANT: It is vital to inform the Technical Manager or FOH Manager if pyros are to be used so that the relevant smoke detectors can be disabled.
Users are forbidden to access the Stage Grid or any Loft space for any purpose.  If access is essential, contact our Technical staff.

The paintshop at the rear of the Theatre may be used if available by the Company whilst in residence, provided it is left as clean and tidy as possible on get-out.

Staging materials stored within the premises do not necessarily belong to the Theatre.  Permission to use any items should be arranged through the Technical Manager. 

Your staging materials, costumes, props, furniture and other items must be removed from the premises on get-out unless contrary arrangements have been agreed with the Technical Manager in advance. This includes construction and production waste such as timber and scenic materials. These must not be dumped in the paint shop or rear yard, nor placed in the wheely bins, which are intended for general litter-type waste and recycling.

We will endeavour to maintain the Theatre and its equipment as shown in this Specification, but all equipment on this specification is subject to availability.  In case of equipment failure or other circumstances beyond our immediate control, we reserve the right to substitute any equipment without prior notice.
